o Check and test all work done to the highest possible standards in order to ensure the maximum 
uƟlisaƟon of Ɵme available. To report any repair difficulƟes immediately.  

o To accurately report and record work done, and tests carried out and to immediately report any 
further work required or vehicle faults, as laid down in documented procedures. 

o To immediately report any loss, shortage, damage or malfuncƟon of tools and equipment or if 
any addiƟonal tools or equipment are required to complete the repair. 

o To advise the parts department of the parts that are necessary for the repair at the earliest 
opportunity and to only withdraw and fit those parts that are essenƟal for the stated repair. To 
record the volumes of lubricants and consumables used on each repair. 

o To ensure that all displaced parts used on contract maintenance or warranty to be labelled and 
stored in quaranƟne areas, as required by documented procedures. 

o To protect and take care of customers' and the company's property. To drive and road test 
vehicles if licensed to do so by following documented procedures and taking the utmost care. 

o To maintain allocated work areas in a clean and Ɵdy condiƟon and replace tooling equipment 
immediately upon the compleƟon of each repair. To ensure that all guidelines on health and 
safety are followed.
